WHAT IS SUPER CAMP?  

 Itôs ñSUPERò  for a lot of different reasons!  During the week, we run three somewhat separate age-level camp 
sessions in one beautiful camp setting.  Each age level (Young Juniors, Juniors, and Junior High) have their own lodges 
and meeting areas.  They have their own camp programs led by their Camp Dean and counselors. During afternoon activ-
ity times, they share rotations to the games, crafts and recreation sites with the other age groups, but stay primarily with 
their own age-level groups The camps do come together for meals and at times for worship.  During the beginning of the 
week, when the Young Junior Camp is in session, we hold the inter-camp super game activity where we mix up the age 
groups in teams and share in fun, goofy games and competition designed to bring out the gifts and talents of all the ages!  
Super Camp is SUPER because of its activities, its great diversity, its cooperative spirit, its fabulous counselors, and its 
boundless energy! Plus, for first-time campers who may be a bit timid, itôs a great opportunity to come to camp with older 
siblings or friends from church. (Parents report itôs a great time for them, too!) It is VERY IMPORTANT, however, that 
campers register for their appropriate age-level camp.  The three ñtransitionalò ages, incoming 4th graders, 6th graders, 
and 9th graders, may have unique needs or preferences of camp sessions based on their emotional, social, and physical 
maturity levels, and camp experience.  Please contact the Conference Office to consult about which camp might be best 
for your child and space availablility.

Games,  sports 
tournaments, experiencing deep faith-building challenges, 
night hike, campfires, music, crafts, and renewing and mak-
ing new friendships all combine to create a loving and faith-
filled camp which can deepen, strengthen, and even trans-
form the lives of our teenage campers. This camp will look 
at how God is active and relevant in our lives and in the 
world around us calling us to new challenges and loving ac-
ceptance of all people.

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refund policy 
Cancellation by Camper: Cancellations received before the 
May 15 deadline: Registration fees paid in full will be re-
funded, minus a $75 administration fee. Cancellations re-
quested after the final deadline will not be refunded. A par-
tial refund may be available if there is a waiting list and the 
camper can be replaced by another child of the same gender 
for the same camp. We do not want to endanger the health 
or safety of any of our campers and camps as a whole; 
therefore please contact the Southwest Conference Office 
in the event of an emergency cancellation due to illness. 
(In order to be considered for an illness refund, you must have 
a written recommendation by a physician.) Cancellation by 
Southwest Conference: In the event the Southwest Confer-
ence deems it necessary to cancel camp sessions due to 
safety hazards, registration fees will be refunded, minus a $25 
administration fee. 

campership assistance 
The Southwest Conference does not want any camper to be de-
nied the opportunity to participate in the Outdoor Ministries Pro-
gram due to a lack of financial resources. Many local churches 
and other organizations offer full or partial scholarships for camp.  
Please approach these sources before requesting Conference 
scholarship assistance. The Southwest Conference Travel Fund 
is available for travel assistance for those coming from New Mex-
ico and El Paso (see registration form). 
 
If you are in need of a campership, please complete a 2009 
CAMPERSHIP GRANT APPLICATION FORM (found on page 9) 
and return it to your LOCAL CHURCH CAMP REGISTRAR by 
their deadline.

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registration and payment 

Registration is open until the final deadline of MAY 15, or 
until the camps are full. Full payment must be received 
at the Conference Office by the end of the working 
day of the registration deadline.  
 
**PLEASE NOTE: We ask that all campers from local 
UCC churches please register through their local 
church camp registrar.   
 
EARLY DISCOUNT RATE for those who submit COM-
PLETE registration forms and fees:  Your local church 
may have its own deadline, so that ALL completed forms 
and fees are received at the Southwest Conference office 
by April 30. Any incomplete registration forms or forms 
accompanied by unpaid fees received at the Southwest 
Conference Office will  automatically be returned without 
processing. The final deadline is May 15 FOR ALL 
CAMPS. Full payment includes camp registration fee and 
transportation fees, if applicable.  Camps may fill up BE-
FORE the deadline. Please donõt wait until the last min-
ute to register! 
 
All campers, counselors, deans and program staff MUST 
also complete a HEALTH FORM, found on the back of the 
registration form. This must be done annually. If a health 
form has been filled out since September 2008, a new 
form is not necessary. All campers and staff must also 
complete a COVENANT for appropriate and responsible 
behavior while at camp.

MORE INFO AND CAMP POLICIES  

arrival & departure 
For ALL campers, please arrive between 4 and 4:30 p.m. on the 
first day of camp sessions. Arrival before 4 p.m. is not permit-
ted at either camp! All campers, please plan to depart at 10 
a.m. on the last day of the camp session. An hourly $25 charge 
for late pick-up will be collected if necessary. Campers may not 
leave and return to camp during a session! 
 
All campers are expected to participate fully in the program to 
receive the full meaning of the camp experience. We work hard 
to create a close-knit, positive sense of community at camp in 
order to best facilitate a sense of emotional safety and intimate 
sharing.  All  campers will remain on-site or under supervision 
throughout their entire stay. Visitors are not allowed during a 
camp session. Late arrivals and/or early departures are NOT 
PERMITTED except in cases of emergency. THIS IS PART 
OF YOUR COVENANT! Families, PLEASE plan accordingly! 
PARENTS: Please communicate with the Camp Coordinator 
directly in the event an emergency arises. 

grade/age levels 
The "grade" for campers  listed in this brochure refers to the 
grade a camper will enter in the fall of 2009. Please register your 
camper for the appropriate camp. Please feel free to consult with 
the Camp Coordinator  regarding any questions about the appro-
priate camp session. 

accident/sickness insurance 
Primary insurance coverage is the responsibility of the camperôs 
family; the campôs insurance is a secondary coverage policy for 
emergency treatment only.  No coverage is provided for pre-
existing conditions or illness not related to the camp experience. 

cars and leaving camp 
Campers and counselors are to stay in camp at all times.  Camp-
ers who drive to Senior High Camp must turn in their keys upon 
arrival.  Keys will be returned at the end of the camp session. 

damage to camp property 
Campers will be held responsible for any and all damage they 
cause to camp property. Please talk with your camper about this 
policy. Both camps we use are beautiful settings that we lease for 
the week. We are their guests and we treat the sites with great 
appreciation and stewardship. We respect their rules and re-
quests of us. However, we do understand that accidents happen, 
and ask that campers report any damage immediately to a coun-
selor or the Camp Coordinator. 

dress code 
Girls: no halter-tops, crop tops, spaghetti straps, or tube tops; 

no short shorts. 
Boys: no boxers showing under pants, no tank tops; shirts must 

be worn at all times. 
Everyone:  no drug, alcohol, or cigarette ads, no crude com-

ments on shirts; or any clothing deemed inappropriate by 
the Camp Coordinator.  Close-toed shoes are to be 
worn at all times. 

Those who choose to violate the dress code will be asked to 
change their clothes. 

emergency situations 
Should there be an emergency situation, natural or  otherwise, 
camp staff will implement our emergency plan and parents/
guardians will be notified as soon as possible. Parents/
guardians will be notified by phone by the Camp Coordina-
tor should an injury or other unusual incident occur with 
their child. 
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transportation 
Round-trip bus transportation is available from Phoenix to the 
camps. The cost is $50 round trip or $25 one-way. Campers 
need to eat before boarding the bus, as no food is allowed on 
the bus.  The bus will leave First Congregational Church, 
1407 E. 2nd St., Phoenix, at 1:30 p.m. on the day each camp 
starts and returns to the same location the day each camp ends 
about 12:30 p.m.  Exact instructions, as well as a map, will be 
provided in a confirmation letter sent to each camper after the 
registration deadline. Arrangements can be made for Phoenix 
airport pick-up and drop off if necessary. Campers may also 
arrive at camp by car (both camps are easily accessible).   

lost and found 
Yes, ñlost and foundò is our camp theme this year, but if you are 
wondering about actual lost and found items, they will be kept 
at the Conference Office for 30 days after camp.  It is the re-
sponsibility of the camper to claim lost items and pay for any 
mailing costs that may apply for the return of the items. 

medications 
Over-the-counter drugs or internally administered medication of 
any kind (including aspirin and Tylenol/acetaminophen) will not 
be dispensed to minors without express permission of the par-
ent/guardian or attending physician. All medications must be 
brought to camp in their original container, clearly marked with 
name, medication, and dosage, and must be turned in to the 
camp nurse at registration. 

MORE INFO AND CAMP POLICIES  

money 
Campers may wish to bring money for the camp store for candy, 
sodas, stickers, postcards, silly toys, gifts, and more. Suggested 
amount for 3-day camp: $5-$8, 5-day  camp: $10-$15.  Please 
note that all money is collected upon arrival at camp and the 
change is returned at the completion of camp. 

prohibited items 
The following items are not allowed at camp: pets, expensive 
jewelry, expensive cameras and other valuables, illegal drugs 
and chemical substances, alcohol, tobacco, and firearms.  
Campers who bring televisions, squirt guns, matches, lighters, 
food, gum, water balloons, radios, boom boxes, cell phones, 
pagers, or electronic games will have their items stored by the 
Camp Coordinator and have their items returned to them upon 
departure from camp. Small personal music devices WITH ear-
phones may be brought and used ONLY during times on bunks. 

volunteer staff 
All volunteer program staff and counselors who give leadership 
at UCC camps receive screening and training to provide the 
best possible camping program for this Conference. All adults 
are required to submit to a background check. Safety is care-
fully attended to in all activities. Recruiting of camp staff follows 
the Southwest Conference Policy for the Protection of Children 
and Youth. A registered nurse is on site for each camp.    
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mail & contact information 
Parents and friends are encouraged to write to campers, but 
please do not send food to camp.  
**Larger packages are best sent  by FEDERAL EXPRESS  

which will deliver directly to camp.  Those sent by regular 
parcel post often need to be picked up in downtown Prescott at 
the Post Office, which is not always possible for the camp staff.    
 We rarely allow phone calls to and from campers, 
except in emergency situations. Messages for campers may be 
relayed through the Conference Office at (602) 468-3830. 

rates 
Two rates are listed for camps.  The "early discount" rate ap-
plies as long as payment is made in full, registration materi-
als are complete, and they are received by the SW Confer-
ence by the Early Discount deadline. The full rate applies to  
registrations accompanied by completed registration mate-
rials and payment received after the "early-discount" dead-
line and by the FINAL deadline. The fee covers the basic cost 
of food and lodging, program and equipment, and contributes to 
covering room and board for our volunteer camp staff.  The fee 
also includes an all-camp 8òx10ò photo and a camp T-shirt for 
each camper; please note the desired T-shirt size on the  
Registration Form.
